RIGHTS AND CRIMINAL LAW – Identification of Criminal  
Activity with Public Technology – Identifying the gap:  
technology has capabilities but where do we draw the line 
between opposing policies of tech and law/human rights 
The use of Information and Communications technology (ICT) in the execution 
of criminal acts is becoming so pervasive that soon the clear line between 
high-tech crime and general crime will be erased. As criminals resort increa-
singly to technology in the commission of crimes, necessarily, the legal system 
must adapt its tools to prevent crime. With the advent of modern technolo-
gies, including AI, it is inevitable that such technologies will be used in the 
criminal justice system. Yet the use of technologies in crime prevention cannot  
be unfettered; there must be a balance between the use of technological  
innovations and the protection of the Rule of Law and human rights.
One of the most current issues threatening this balance between technology 
and human rights in the crime prevention context arises with the implemen-
tation of artificial intelligence in criminal proceedings through the models of 
so-called predictive justice and the use of remote biometric face identification.  
This panel will examine the limits of using such technology and the role that 
lawyers play in protecting against abuses of technology that violate basic  
human rights standards.

16:30 – 17:45     FAMILY LAW AND IMMIGRATION  
In many cases, the impact of AI will be greatest on families and children. The 
law must evolve alongside this progress to safeguard the rights of the most 
vulnerable individuals, ensuring they are not endangered. 
First and foremost, there is a need to consider the privacy implications of using 
AI in family law cases, particularly regarding sensitive personal information 
and in light of data protection laws. Furthermore, there is a possibility that 
biases in AI algorithms will impact outcomes in family law cases, particularly  
with respect to race, gender, and socio-economic status. Finally, there is a 
need for clear regulations that will govern the use of AI in family law cases.  
It is necessary for some standards and rules to be determined, such as trans-
parency, fairness and responsibility. 
Bleeding over into the realm of family law, is the status of immigrants, both 
legal and illegal, who often find themselves before family courts. Their immi-
grant status is often a complicating factor, but must be considered, and their 
rights must also be protected. This is especially true when AI is used to deter-
mine their legal status. This panel will discuss the impact of AI on family law 
cases, including when those cases involve migrants.
